Used as diagnostic device in dentistry to highlight occlusal contacts and the 

distribution of occlusal forces.

COMPOSITION: 

Transferable ink coated paper 

PRODUCT DESCRIPTION & PROPERTIES:

MAARC articulating paper are coated with easy transfer ink so it accurately 

highlights occlusal contacts. It comes in various thicknesses. MAARC 

Articulating Paper comes with progressive color transfer and  aids in 

visualizing static occlusion. Because of its low thickness and good exibility, 

adapts perfectly to cusps and fossae, making it extremely precise and 

therefore suitable for more delicate preparations.

PRODUCT COLOR: Red / Blue 

PROCEDURE : 

1)  Insert an articulating paper into the articulating paper holder.

2)  Determine the direction and position of the holder so that the articulating 

    paper is present on the side where the occlusal contact is to be veried.

3)  Insert the holder with articulating paper into the patient's mouth so that the 

    holder is aligned with the distal side of the last molar.

4)  Ask the patient to bite in centric relation or to achieve maximum intercuspation.

5)  Ask the patient to open the wide mouth and retrieve the holder with 

    articulating paper.

6)  The markings of the articulating paper on the occlusal surface suggest the 

    areas of contact or intercuspation, pinpointed markings suggests a higher 

    contact or obstruction in the occlusion.

7)  The markings left by the articulating paper on the teeth or prosthesis can be 

    removed by rinsing with water. Hot water, mechanical friction (toothbrush or 

    dental oss), alcohol and isopropyl alcohol will also loosen residual 

    color deposits. 

CAUTION / WARNING: 

1)  Ensure device to be used only by a qualied dentist or dental technician.

2)  Paper may transfer Ink easily on any surface which it comes in contact with, 

    care should be taken to avoid contact with clothing to prevent staining.

PRECAUTIONS: 

1) Avoid prolonged or repeated contact with skin (allergic contact dermatitis) 

    and avoid contact with  eyes.
